Speak truth to one another 

  Eph 4:25  Therefore, laying aside falsehood, speak truth, each one of 

you, with his neighbor, for we are members of one another. 

15 but speaking the truth in love, we are to grow up in all aspects into Him 

who is the head, even Christ, Ephesians 4:15 (NASB95)  
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Confess your sins to one another and pray for one another 

  Jam 5:16  Therefore, confess your sins to one another, and pray for one 

another, so that you may be healed. The effective prayer of a righteous 

man can accomplish much.

  Colossians 3:9  Do not lie to one another, since you laid aside the old

He who speaks 

against a brother, or judges his brother, speaks against the law, and 

judges the law; but if you judge the law, you are not a doer of the law, but 

a judge of it. 

Do not practice slander, Gossip, bitterness, wrath or evil against one 

another 

Eph 4:31–32 31 Let all bitterness and wrath and anger and clamor and 

slander be put away from you, along with all malice. 32 Be kind to one 

another, tender-hearted, forgiving each other, just as God in Christ also 

has forgiven you.  

(James 3:1-12) 

Prov 20:19  He who goes about as a slanderer reveals secrets, Therefore 

do not associate with a gossip.
